 Hebron Valley 
Sin begins to show its ugly results in The Hebron Valley, where the sons of 

Jacob plot to murder their brother Joseph, reminiscent of Cain and Abel  

March 4 (week 2~Wed.)  

The Jordan Valley  
At The Jordan Valley, about to cross the river into the  promised land, we 

have the opportunity, like Moses, to look back at all the Lord has provided 

us and to look forward to what God has in store.

Gideon was hiding from the marauding Midianites in The ñValleyò of the 

Winepress, a poor place to be threshing wheat. From there, God called this 

unlikely hero to valiant victory.

ñEvery Valley Shall Be Lifted Up,ò says the prophet Isaiah about the com-

ing of the Lord to rescue his people from captivity. Valleys still need to be 

raised up (and mountains and hills made low) for the Lordôs arrival.

4) A motion was made and seconded to ask the congregation to òun-obligateó funds that were previously 
approved for replacement of the upstairs carpet, as it has been determined that this carpet is not in 
need of replacement at this time. After a short discussion, motion was approved by voice vote.  

5) Preschool is currently down to 12 students. One student has voluntarily disenrolled due to maturity is-
sues, but may return.  

Board of Elders (Bill Hermann):   

1) Ash Wednesday is upcoming on February 18 and Easter on April 5. Shrove Tuesday will be observed with a 
pancake and sausage dinner. Tim has stated willingness to make sausages as a fund raiser.  

2) The next òRemember with Thanksgivingó Bible award will be given to Grant Meiner.  

3) Bible study Bibles have been moved to the library bookshelves in the Fellowship Hall.  

4) Bob Edmunds has communicated that he does not wish to serve as Information Technology chair but is 
willing to help out as needed. Bob has been thanked for his past service to St. Matthew.

It was suggested to 
add this breakfast time to the weekly scroll, with a contact person for men to inquire about the breakfast 
location.  

Fellowship (Peggy Romero):  

1) LWML is discussing hosting a congregational pot luck or pie social, perhaps in the month of March.

Human Care (Kathy reporting for Kay Hermann): The person who previously requested financial information 
from the church has since given an additional gift to the Wednesday dinner, noting that his questions were 
simply to ensure that his gifts would not replace church funds designated for the dinner.

1) A quote has been received in the amount of not more than $25,000 for roof replacement on the 116 
house. The soonest this can be scheduled is early April.  

2) A quote has been received in the amount of $12,000 for resurfacing the damaged area in the parking lot. 
Council consensus was to move forward, pending approval of the expenditure at the next congregational 
meeting.  

3) The missing exterior handrail is now installed and complete.  

4) The exterior sign and altar cross lighting continue to be worked on.  

5) Additional persons are needed to be trained in the sound booth.

The True God Comes for His People 

Deliverance. Freedom. Rescue. 

Lutheran Center for Religious Liberty 

Dr Gregory Seltz 

Strengthen the weak hands and make firm the feeble knees. Say to those who have an anxious 

heart, ñBe strong; fear not! Behold your God will come with vengeance, with recompense of 

God. He will come and save you.ò 

Isaiah 35:3-4 

 

Isaiahôs words were first spoken to a people who faced the terrifying reality of invasion 

and exile. Their world was collapsing, their strength fading and their fears growing. And 

yet, into that storm of dread comes this prophetic assurance: ñBe strong; fear not!ò Why? 

Because God Himself would come. He would not forget His people, abandon them, or let 

them be lost. Their deliverance wasnôt dependent on their courage or cleverness. It rested 

entirely on the character of their God who was faithful to His Word and to His promises. 

What a comforting message for themðand for us. 

 

We too live in a world that often shakes beneath our feet. Fears like these can come in 

waves; financial uncertainty, health diagnoses, violence, loneliness, the loss of friends 

and loved ones and more. We feel our hands grow weak and our knees buckle. Yet Isaiah 

declares, ñBe strong; fear not!ò It sounds impossibleðunless we know the God for whom 

Isaiah is speaking and what He is like. Isaiah says, ñBehold your God.ò Itôs all about who 

He is, rather than the reality of what the people were facing, terrifying as it was. God was 

more than capable to defend, protect and save them. Isaiah points them to the One whose 

promises never failðthe God who comes for His people; He Himself breaks through the 

rubble of sin and despair to rescue us. 

 

A few years ago. A wildfire tore through a small mountain community, forcing hundreds 

to flee. In the chaos, one family became separatedðparents escaping their home one 

way, their young daughter another. As flames closed in, firefighters went through the 

burning area looking for anyone who might still be trapped. One firefighter hearing a 

faint cry, crawled through thick smoke toward the sound. Beneath a collapsed deck, cov-

ered in ash and terrified, was a little girl clutching her stuffed animal. She could barely 

breathe. The firefighter wrapped her in his coat, shielded her from the embers and carried 

her out. The parents were overjoyed when they saw their little one. This family had 

friends who were firefighters so they knew that these ñfirst respondersò would do all that 



they could, no matter the danger. So did their daughter. Later when reunited with her parents, she said 

to her rescuer, ñI knew someone would come. You always come for us.ò 

 

That simple confidenceðñYou always come for usòðis the heartbeat of faith. Like that firefighter, 

God does not wait for us to find our way to Him. He comes for us. Jesus Christ entered the burning 

wreckage of our sinful world and bore the heat and danger of Godôs wrath Himself for He could carry 

us to safetyðredeemed, rescued, restored. Thatôs why Isaiah can tell us to be strong and fear not. This 

is not because we are strong, but because Yahweh, the Lord, is. Itôs not because life is always safe, but 

because our Deliverer is sure. Christ has come, Christ is present with us by His Word and Spirit, and 

Christ will come again. The true God comes for His people with justice and salvation. 

 

PRAYER ï Dear Jesus. Let my strength and courage be rooted in Your promise to come for me with 

grace and truth, to walk with me through my fears, to guide me by Your Word, and to bring me safely 

home to You. Help me to trust that no matter what I face today You will never fail to come with the 

assurance of salvation. Amen.
